S&WB employees will constantly monitor water pressure and assess the impact on any affected area. 

 

However, during the closure, S&WB is asking customers to report any changes in water pressure by 

calling 52-WATER (529-2837). Should there be drops in water pressure, the controlled closure can be 

ended immediately.
